Modified TBall Supplemental Rules

Batting   Coaches may pitch a maximum of 7 pitches to the batter. After 7 pitches, if the last pitch is not fouled off, the T will be positioned and the player will hit off the T until a fair ball is hit in play.  The offensive coach will assist the batter and remove the T after hitting. 9 batters, 3 outs or 7 runs will constitute a half inning.  Players should bat around in order, i.e. if you have more than 9 players the 10 batter will be the first batter in the next inning.
New   3 outs per inning, 7 run limit per offensive inning or 9 batters will constitute a half inning .  The inning is over after 7 runs have been scored, if 3 outs are played or 9 batters have batted.  The only “outs” are outs in the field.

Field   Bases should be placed 50 feet apart.  Tip of home plate to middle of second base will be 70 feet 8 inches. Coach pitchers should pitch from 30 ft. distance, marked by a pitchers rubber.  Home team will furnish games balls, set the bases and pitching rubber.
Defense   10 players may take the field.  4 outfielders, RF, CF, LC, LF.  2 defensive coaches are allowed in the field to position and direct players.

Minimum play is required for all players on defense.  No player should set out 2 innings in a row.

Coaches and Umpires   2 offensive coaches are allowed at 1st and 3rd base.  Each team is to furnish one parent umpire to alternate between field bases and home plate.

General Items   Official game is six innings, or 1 ½ hours time limit.  No new inning will start after 1 ½ hours of play.

No stealing or leading off base.

A hit ball must travel at least 15 feet in fair territory (halfway to the pitcher) to be considered a fair ball. (Home plate umpire will make the call)

If a ball is hit out of the infield, it is dead once it is thrown back into the infield, no matter whether it is under control or not.

Runners between bases must stop at the next base, once the ball “breaks the plane” of the infield.

If a ball is hit within the infield, the ball is dead, once a play or attempted play has been made.

The spirit of the rules must prevail.  NO OVERAGGRESSIVE BASE RUNNING.
